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In June, Kathryn Peters, Wayne Toews and | presented the SOA's three
year funding request to the Jury of the Saskatchewan Arts Board in

Regina. With the assistance of several Board members, especially Anne
Allen with her power point graphics, we had prepared a multimedia report to
show our extensive network of member programs throughout the province
for the support of a variety of orchestral music activities. We have received
the results of that application, and for now at least, we have three years of
continued funding at the same level as currently. In some ways this is
successful, but in other ways it is not so positive. We are still on notice
from SaskCulture regarding our eligibility to receive any funds at all, and
until that is resolved, we cannot be assured of receiving funding. The
eligibility review has been underway for several years now and is still not
resolved. As well, the amount awarded (status quo) does not come close to
the amount we applied for in order to grow and expand our programs, let
alone meet inflationary and cost pressures of our members.

Regarding the eligibility review, the current status is that SaskCulture will
fund a professional consultant to review the SOA and other music programs
and make a recommendation for changes in structure. Mr. Pat Rediger, our
own consultant (hired by the 5 music pcos (provincial cultural
organizations)), has been assisting SaskCulture in the identification,
interviewing, and selection of the next consultant, so we expect the next
step in the process, the study and examination by the SaskCulture
consultant, to begin this fall and result in a recommendation to SaskCulture
next spring. We anticipate that this will ultimately result in a decision on the
future structure, and even existence, of the SOA. The Music Alliance
concept we had developed with our own consultant appears to have been
found insufficient to resolve the eligibility issues we face, so we expect more
changes ahead. Some hints regarding these possible changes are found in
the official Jury results, namely, that the SOA, while it supports excellent,
high quality programs, and is extremely efficient in utilizing the few dollars it
gets, is "spread too thin", "needs to think about and develop a strategy to
build more capacity---think about fundraising”, and "needs to question what
we are doing and look for ideas to be more responsive”. Our current
structure with one part-time administrator, and a small group of busy
volunteers, we believe, is seen as a barrier to future development. We
continue to encourage member groups to prepare for structural and funding
changes as we go forward into the next year.

University of Saskatchewan. The U of S Department of Music provided the facility and the SOA wés raditan
sponsor.

The instructional team consisted of Wayne Toews, Bonnie
Nicholson, Dianne Gryba and George Charpentier. Mr.
Toews studied the Saito method in Japan and edited the
English edition of the Saito Conducting Method textbook.
Participants came from England, Italy, Toronto, Vancou-
ver, Edmonton, Nashville, Boston, Spokane WA, and
Tisdale SK. The group included composers, a jazz musi-
cian, university professors, community band directors, a
military band director, professional conductors, a conserva-
tory instructor and school teachers.

Participants learned ways to make their conducting more
precise and expressive through works prescribed by Prof.
Saito and supplementary material some of which was com-
posed by Wayne Toews. The workshop ended with a re-
cital.
