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Welcome to the February issue of the SOA Newsletter where
we update our members on your activities. The groups we support
span the Province, however, we are always interested in
identifying new groups, and locations where there is a budding
interest in string and orchestral music. If anyone is aware of new
opportunities for the SOA, please contact our Administrator,
Kathryn Peters, or one of the Directors.

As an example of new initiatives, this past year we began a
new program in cooperation with the Music Festivals
Association. At each of six locations that had significant numbers
of string players entered in the local Festival (NBattleford, Nipawin,
Melfort, Naicam, Swift Current and Moose Jaw), the SOA provided
up to $500 in awards and scholarships (vouchers) for use towards
participation in educational and performance opportunities in SOA-
or member-sponsored programs, such as the Honour Orchestra,
or summer Workshops.

This year, we added two new locations to the Festival awards
program, Prince Albert and Humboldt, and we will evaluate the
successes at each of the locations next year to determine how we
will continue funding this program. It is an important part of the
SOA Mandate to support the development and growth of String
and Orchestral Programs across the Province, and in our next
submission for Grant Funding, we expect to include some
expansion plans. Again, if you know of other groups or locations
where we can encourage strings programs, please let us
know. Our Board has agreed that we will not decrease funding
levels to existing programs to fund expansion, but will use
expansion proposals to argue for additional Provincial funding.
